Subject#1 — 6’00 tall, thin build with dredlocks armed withaadgun
Subject#2 — 5’05 to 5’08 tall, thin build
Subject#3 — 5’09 tall, thin build

Robbery Task Force Detective Lee Fuller said “we areviafig up on leads and hope for a
quick resolution to this case. This was a forceful and leostil against an elderly victim. The
community won't tolerate this type of crime and we feeessomeone will come forward with
information”.
