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Woodville IGA Robbery

Last night, at approximately 9:00PM, Leon County Sheriff’s Deputies responded to the IGA
Grocery Store located at 9019 Woodville Hwy, in reference to a robbery. According to the store
employees three male subjects entered the store and robbed them of cash. Two suspects were
armed with handguns and one was armed with a shotgun. The suspects are described as three
black males between the ages of 17-20, wearing black shoes, black shorts, black shirts and black
ski masks. After stealing an undisclosed amount of cash the suspects fled the store on foot.

A perimeter was set up in the area of the store and K-9 Deputy Rob Wright and his partner
“Tag” responded to the scene and searched the area. During the K-9 search, “Tag” located the
shotgun and other clothing believed used in this robbery.
