When they
arrived the suspects fled and with the aid of another neighbor the deputies were
able to locate two of the suspectsin a shed.

Severa items of property were recovered, including a handgun. The deputies later
received a call from the Tall ahassee Police Department with a possible location of
the burglary in the 4200 block of Ridge Haven Drive.

Hopefully this will not only send a
message to the community that their efforts are not in vain but it should put would
be burglars on notice that we are watching you!”
