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Update: Leon County Sheriff’s Office Request Assistance in Identifying
Shooting Suspect

On Tuesday May 27, 2008, at approximately 10:45p.m. Leon County Sheriff’s Deputies
responded to the 10000 block of Spring Sink Road in reference to a shooting. Upon arrival,
deputies found the 21 yoa victim who had been shot. At the time the victim was unable to
provide a good description of the suspects. As the victim recovered he was able to provide
more information about the events that led to the shooting, the suspected shooter and
another person who witnessed the shooting.

Detectives have learned the victim was in the driver’s seat of his vehicle which was
occupied by a witness in the front passenger seat and the shooting suspect in the back seat.
During a drug related transaction, the victim was shot as he exited his vehicle. Detectives
have located, identified and interviewed the witness and are now looking for the shooting
suspect who is described as a black male, 17-19 yoa, light skinned, 5'8", 145-150 Ibs, short
hair. Possibly lives in area of Natural Wells Road in the Woodville area and uses the street
name of "*Hard Nard."
